If you created the settings in the EF2280 while working online and saving presets while connected to the EF2280, you are not 
affected by this issue.

The solution for this is to install version 2.08 of Conference Composer and re-upload the project file (.CCP file) to the EF2280.  This 
will properly restore the matrix settings in the presets.
